Article 2, 5, and 7 amended and approved at the 654th Administrative Meeting on August 4, 2014 

Article 1 "The National Chengchi University Guidelines for Research Centers Appointment of Visiting Scholars" (hereinafter the Guidelines) are established by National Chengchi University (hereinafter NCCU) for the purpose of encouraging research centers to invite visiting scholars for academic exchange, enhance the quality of teaching and academic research of NCCU, strengthen the value of research results and influence, and to foster international competitiveness. 
Article 2 Research centers of the University must meet the following criteria in order to qualify. 

1. The research center shall comprise of an existing research team, the presiding members of which shall possess leadership qualities, hold exceptional reputation in their respective academic fields of study, and have earned internationally acclaimed research results within the last three years. Furthermore, the research team shall have participated in a research program within the last three years and have received subsidies from MOST or other government ministries. 
2. The research proposal for the following three years of the center shall be clear and feasible, progressive, and with an assembled research team. The research proposal shall be reviewed externally and be approved by the relevant review committees of NCCU. 

3. International research programs and research programs conducted across universities shall have priority among research programs conducted by research centers. 

Article 3 Research centers of the University that qualify for the aforementioned requirements shall receive the following subsidies: 

1. Full-time faculty members of NCCU that are appointed as visiting scholars of research centers of the University with the said appointments approved at relevant meetings of each scholar's department are not required to teach courses. Instead, they shall fulfill their duties as full-time researchers. 

2. Unfinished courses taught by appointed visiting scholars shall be completed by contract-based teaching staff or part-time faculty members of the same departments. All required expenses are to be covered by the academic fund of NCCU. 

3. NCCU shall provide necessary administrative support and research facilities during the visit of scholars from other universities; foreign visiting scholars may use university faculty dorms if required. 
Article 4 NCCU visiting scholars shall be openly selected. The candidates and the number of candidates that can be selected shall be approved by the University Research and Development Meeting. 

In principle, the number of the NCCU visiting scholars is 1% of the number of full-time faculty members of each academic year. 

If research centers can finance the cost of visiting scholars, then visiting scholars funded by the research centers need not be limited to the above mentioned 1% limitation. 
Article 5 Visiting scholars are required to meet one of the following conditions: 

1. Hosted MOST research project more than six times (year). 
2. Three or more dissertations have been published on periodicals and archived by SSCI, SCIE, A&HCI, EI, or TSSCI databases within the last 5 years. 

3. Has received one or more of the following awards: Outstanding Teaching Award, Outstanding Faculty Award, Outstanding Faculty Research Award, Outstanding Faculty Service Award, Outstanding International Research Reward, or the Academic Research Award. 

4. Enjoys an exceptional international reputation in his/her academic field of study. 

Article 6 In principle, NCCU visiting scholars are appointed for one semester per term for a maximum of two academic years. Research results published during the time appointed as visiting scholars shall clearly specify the name of the departments and the research centers. 

NCCU visiting scholars, the departments, and research centers that visiting scholars are part of shall negotiate and reach an agreement on their rights and obligations. The agreement shall be submitted to the president of NCCU for signature approval and implementation. 

After fulfilling the term as an NCCU visiting scholar, the corresponding obligation of the visiting scholar shall also be relieved. 

Article 7 Non-NCCU visiting scholars appointed by MOST of other bureaus shall comply to NCCU appointment procedures and be appointed as guest scholars. The handling of research results attained by scholars of other Taiwanese universities (including other research institutes) during their visit to NCCU shall comply with relevant regulations of NCCU and research centers. 

Article 8 These Guidelines have been promulgated and implemented upon approval at the Administrative Meeting. The same procedure shall apply to any subsequent amendments. 
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
